Examine all element policies to address HB 697 greenhouse emission
reductions

Future Land Use: proximity of uses may reduce number of auto trips
and/or vehicle miles traveled. Transportation Element: Component of
the new Mobility Plan. Recreation & Open Space: Connectivity
between all major residential, commercial, and recreational areas
through the completion of the City's Ring Around the City

Future Land Use: balance of residential units to retail/workplace
potential.

Transportation Element: This will address a portion of the HB 697
requirements & may overlap w/ other issues discussed in Climate
Adaptation and FLU.

Future Land Use: Increases in local food production could help address
concepts of HB 697.
