


KEY TERMS
üAll Clear : Safe to leave a secure 

location.

üBunkered : A term used to refer to 
employees who are stationed at a safe 
City facility during a DSE

üDSE: Declared State of Emergency

üEMD: Emergency Management 
Director

üEmergency Operations : Activities 
that are in direct response to a DSE, 
primarily public safety



KEY TERMS

üEssential Functions : Not public 
safety-related, but crucial to public well -
being, i.e. water & sewer, clearing 
roads, etc.

üFirst - In Teams : Multifunctional teams 
who assess damage, and establish 
control immediately after the All Clear.

üFirst Responders : Bunkered at safe 
City facilities during a DSE, and 
responsible for essential functions or 
emergency operations



KEY TERMS

üStand -By Status : If a DSE is declared, 
individuals may be restricted to their 
homes, City Facilities, or other safe 
locations

üTier 1 : Employees who should report 
within 3-6 hours after the All Clear

üTier 2 : Employees who should report 
within 6-24 hours after the All Clear

üTier 3 : Employees who should report 
within 24-48 hours after the All Clear

VFirst Responders & First - In Teams report

VOther employees take shelter at home



Level II: Emergency

üEmergency actions only:

VTo prevent injury or loss of life

VTo prevent avoidable damage to City 
property or infrastructure

üMaintain communications with all 
departments and agencies
